A $100 application fee is required from all applicants to graduate 
programs (Masters).  A $100 application fee must be paid each time 
you apply to a graduate program and it is non-refundable.

Submit Official Transcripts
Both high school and post-secondary transcripts are required from 
new applicants to undergraduate programs.  Transcripts become the 
property of Vancouver Island University and will not be returned.

Current high school students from BC and the Yukon will provide their 
PEN and may be required to submit an interim transcript for admission 
purposes.

Only post-secondary transcripts are required from applicants to 
graduate programs.
