HOMESTAY STUDENT LETTER OF AGREEMENT

The Vancouver Island University Homestay and Peerstay Programs are designed to promote friendship and
language learning and to provide an opportunity for cultural exchange between Canadian families and the
International students who attend Vancouver Island University.

While you are in Homestay, please expect to be treated with respect by your hosts. In turn, you must also respect
and show your host every courtesy.

| AGREE TO:

1. Pay the Homestay fee of $650 per month to my host family on the first day of each month, and to pay
$22.00 per night for any additional nights that | stay with my host family. | understand that the Homestay
deposit | paid in advance to the Malaspina International Homestay and Peerstay Programs is not my first
month’s Homestay fee and that the deposit will be held by Vancouver Island University until | have left the
Homestay program with proper notice.

2. Be responsible for all telephone expenses, including long distance calls and taxes. If | have my own
telephone, | will pay the installation charge and monthly rental and usage charges. | will use a long
distance telephone debit card if | use my host family’s telephone. | will ask permission to make long
distance calls on my host family’s phone before | use it. | will not make long distance calls on my host
family’s phone during the last month of my stay, if at all possible.

3. Give minimum one month or THIRTY (30) DAYS NOTICE IN WRITING to my hosts before moving. Notice
can be given on any day of the month, allowing me to move on the same day the following month. When
mutually agreed between my Host family and myself, it is possible to leave with shorter notice.

4, Pay the Homestay fee for the entire thirty (30) day period after | give my host family notice, regardless of
whether | remain in the Homestay for the full thirty (30) days, unless my host family agrees to shorter
notice.

5. Become familiar with and understand the routines of the home | am staying in and follow those routines.

6. Discuss with my hosts any of my special requirements, preferences and interests so they can understand
what | will need to feel comfortable.

7. Always tell my hosts if | will be away overnight and leave a telephone number where | can be contacted.

8. Always tell my hosts if | will not be home for the evening meal or if | will be arriving home late in the
evening.

9. Ask my hosts permission before inviting guests to the home.

10. Clean my own room and change the bed sheets. Clean the bathroom after | use it. Help my hosts clean
the dishes after the evening meal. Be prepared to do my own laundry, make my own breakfast and lunch,
and assist in household duties as other family members do.

11.  Arrange personal insurance for my possessions (neither Vancouver Island University nor the hosts will be
responsible for the replacement of students’ possessions that are lost or damaged).

12. In cases where | have a problem with my host family, the Homestay and Peerstay manager will help me talk
to my hosts about the problem. Because Canadian customs are different from customs in my country, my
hosts may not know that | am feeling uncomfortable. PROBLEMS CAN ONLY BE SOLVED IF WE KNOW
ABOUT THEM.

13.  Where it is not possible to resolve a problem, the Homestay and Peerstay manager will agree to move me
as soon as possible. The manager will determine payment owed.

14. Be responsible for any unusual cleaning charges or damage that | cause during my stay.
